6.  For those among us who have doubts of faith and are troubled by fear, for an outpouring of the 
 mercy of Christ among all of us, let us pray to the Lord. 
 
7.  For those who have died, especially those who have died in hospitals, alone, without the comfort 
 of their loved ones, for families who are suffering the pain of not being able to bury their loved 
 ones, for the mercy of God to embrace them in love and compassion, and for all the needs 
 which we now lift up in silent prayer, …[pause]…let us pray to the Lord.
